Submission, proceedings

Types of welcomed submissions: (a) full research papers (15 pages max including figures, tables and references) describing research accomplishments, and (b) short research papers (10 pages max) i.e., experience reports, project overviews, etc., which do not fully adhere to the standards of a first-rate scientific publication but are nevertheless of interest and value for the participants of the conference, and (c) posters (4 pages). Submitted papers should be original contributions and should not have been accepted or submitted elsewhere. Papers must be submitted through CMT system (follow the link at the website). Author instructions along with LaTex2e (preferred) and Word macro files are available at 
https://www.springer.com/gp/computer-science/lncs/conference-proceedings-guidelines.
For every accepted paper to be presented in the conference and included in the Springer proceedings, at least one author must make a full registration.
